COMMERCIAL SPONSORSHIP AGREEMENT

-  The Fund designates Sponsor as a corporate sponsor of the identified event(s) and agrees to work with Sponsor promotional tie-ins.
-  The Fund agrees that the Sponsor may advertise their sponsorship of the event(s).

- The Sponsor agrees not to engage in on-site selling of products and/or services and recognizes that to engage in these activities is prohibited.

-  This agreement does not constitute personal commercial solicitation registration as required by applicable regulation.

2.  The Fund Responsibilities.

 

     
     a. The Fund will recognize SPONSOR as a sponsor of the XXXXXX program during the period of date through date. 

     b. The Fund will provide SPONSOR with logo exposure throughout the period on materials published for the event, including brochures, programs, flyers, promotional items, etc. when possible.

     c. The Fund will recognize SPONSOR verbally as a sponsor of the event in public forums, when possible.

     d. The Fund will include SPONSOR brochure or SPONSOR provided give-aways in attendee bags distributed at event.  The event is scheduled for date at place.
     e. The Fund will place the SPONSOR logo on the event or program website and provide a link from the website to the SPONSOR website from date to date.  
     f. The Fund and SPONSOR websites shall display the Fund approved disclaimer.
     g. The Fund will recognize SPONSOR as sponsor of the xxxxxxx event/program on print media produced for the event or program.
     h. The Fund will reserve four spaces for SPONSOR representatives to attend the event on date, time.
     
     i. The Fund will allow SPONSOR to set up an easel with a poster no larger than 33”X42” from date to date at the event site.

4.  SPONSOR Responsibilities.
 


     a. SPONSOR will sponsor event for a fee of $xxxxxxxxx.  A check made payable to “Morale, Welfare and Recreation Fund – Corporate Sponsorship” should be mailed to

and must be received by the Fund prior to the start of the event but no later than date.
Payment can also be made through electronic fund transfer (insert installation wire instructions) or via credit card.
     b. SPONSOR will provide any revised camera-ready SPONSOR logo(s) and graphic standards no later than date.  The Fund will not use the trademark in any manner that is detrimental to the sponsor's interest, or would cause any person reasonably to infer, or would otherwise convey the impression that the Department of the Army (DA) is in any way affiliated with or otherwise acting on behalf of SPONSOR.

               c. SPONSOR will provide brochures or give-aways to be handed out to the Fund no later than date.
               d. The Fund must review and approve all printed materials and give-aways developed by SPONSOR and their website (if linked to the program/event website) prior to distribution.  All materials, including the website, will display a Fund approved disclaimer: “No official U.S. Army endorsement is implied.”   

 

               e. The SPONSOR will not engage in any publicity or advertising campaign which refers to Army MWR, the Fund, the U.S. Army or the Department of Defense, or which makes reference to this agreement or to its contents without first obtaining prior written approval of the Fund.

f. The SPONSOR agrees to allow pictures and narrative descriptions of its sponsorship support to be published for the purpose of informing the public of its support and to illustrate sponsorship recognition in materials or social media.

g. The SPONSOR may distribute any premiums, samples or give-aways with a retail value up to $20.00 per person to military personnel and other participants.  Any items valued over $20.00 must be transferred to and distributed by the Fund.  All items must be approved by the Fund prior to the event.
 


5.  Exclusivity.  The Fund reserves the right to engage other sponsors for this program.  The Fund represents and warrants not to select any sponsor that is in direct competition with SPONSOR.  

 6.  Term and Termination.  The terms of this Agreement shall commence on the date a signed copy of the Agreement is received by the Fund and shall continue until date.  Any party may immediately terminate this Agreement upon a material breach of any term or condition set forth herein.  Notice in writing shall be provided to the party in breach.

 

7.  Sponsorship Costs.  No costs incurred by SPONSOR in association with the sponsorship of the event shall be charged to any agency, department or activity of the U.S. Government.

8.  Independent Contractor.  Sponsor, and the DA shall be and act as independent contractors, and under no circumstance shall this Agreement be construed as one of agency, partnership or joint venture between the DA, Sponsor, or Co-sponsor(s) if any.  None of the personnel under contract to, employed by, or volunteering for DA shall be deemed in any way to have any contractual relationship with Sponsor whatsoever.  The DA shall be solely responsible for the conduct of its employees, personnel, and agents in connection with their performance hereunder.

 

9.  Force Majeure.  No party shall be responsible for events that are unforeseeable and beyond its reasonable control, such as acts of God, weather delays, government restrictions or unforeseen commercial delays.


10.  Assignment.  This Agreement is not assignable in whole or in part by any party hereto in the absence of the prior written consent of the parties.

           11. Agreement Limited to Advertising and Promotional Rights.  The Fund and SPONSOR understand and acknowledge that this agreement is solely for the exchange of advertising and promotional rights and nothing contained herein or the negotiations preceding the execution of this agreement shall prevent, deter, hinder, or restrict in any way the rights of the Fund or SPONSOR.

13.  Entire Agreement.  This Agreement contains the entire understanding between the parties hereto relating to the subject matter contained herein and supersedes any and all prior agreements, arrangements, communications or representations, whether oral or written.  This Agreement may not be amended, altered, modified or changed except by an addendum signed by all parties hereto.  All disputes arising out of this Agreement will be resolved by the Director, Family and MWR whose decision will be final and not appealable.
